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MFTBC Promotes Eco-Driving in Product Development, Sales, Logistics and General Affairs.

●Hosting Training Seminars on Fuel-Efficient Driving

MFTBC conducts training seminars on fuel-efficient driving 
for its customers at its dealers. Both before and after the 
lessons on eco-driving, drivers take a turn behind the wheel, 
with their fuel consumption measured and compared – dra-
matically illustrating the benefits of eco-driving. 
On June 4, the seminar was recognized by the Foundation 
for Promoting Personal Mobility and Ecological Transporta-
tion (EcoMo Foundation). This was a certification that the 
seminars are consistent with curriculum standards prescribed 
by the foundation, and customers who attend the seminars 
now receive certificates of completion in the name of the 
foundation.
MFTBC members also taught 
courses in eco-driving at a 
“Seminar for Sanitation Truck 
Drivers” (May 2) and a “Semi-
nar for Transport Managers” 
(June 5) – both sponsored by 
Kawasaki City.

●Participation in JAMA Activities  

In October 2006, representing the Japan Automobile Manu-
facturers Association, Inc. (JAMA), MFTBC’s employees 
taught courses on eco-driving at “Personnel Training to Pro-
mote Energy Conservation” held in Osaka and Nagoya by 
the Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry’s Agency for 
Natural Resources and Energy. 
“I was impressed by the high level of 
awareness of environmental issues 
among the regional leaders who 
attended the two courses – those 
taking the initiative in promoting eco-
driving. Eco-driving is something easy 
for anyone to do. I think it is important 
that each of us makes steady efforts.”

●Signs “Kawasaki Eco-Driving Declaration”

In January 2007, MFTBC moved its head office to Kawasaki 
City, becoming a corporate citizen of the city. On February 
13, Kawasaki City’s “Eco-Driving Promotion Council ” was 
inaugurated to promote eco-driving in a cooperative effort 
among companies in the city, related organizations and local 
citizens. MFTBC joined the effort enthusiastically.
On March 22, the city issued the “Kawasaki Eco-Driving Dec-
laration,” which MFTBC signed. The company calls on all 
employees to practice eco-driving. Stickers demonstrating 
the declaration are displayed on all company-owned 
vehicles. We also distribute a pamphlet to drivers explaining 
how to drive in a resource-and-environmentally-conscious 
manner. 
MFTBC asks companies transporting its products and parts 
to similarly practice eco-driving and attach similar stickers to 
the bodies of their vehicles.

●Development and Release of “Fuso Eco Fleet” 

MFTBC developed, jointly with Datatec Co., Ltd., a transport 
management system called “Fuso Eco Fleet,” released in 
April 2007. The system powerfully supports customers’ 
efforts to achieve safe driving, fuel-efficient driving, and 
efficiency in transport management. It includes comprehen-
sive assistance in complying with the revised Energy Saving 
Law. Vehicle performance and drivers’ handling of the 
vehicles, including fuel consumption and acceleration, are 
recorded on memory devices and comprehensively analyzed 
and diagnosed using special software. Appropriate sugges-
tions for safer and more fuel-efficient driving are then fed 
back to each driver and transport manager (see p.23 for 
more information).
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
